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James R. Strickland's Irreconcilable Differences under contract to Flying Pen Press

Rachel
Santana, formerly a soldier and mercenary in the Middle East, now works for Interpol as a data
warfare specialist. Her boss and soon-to-be ex-husband has implanted a copy of her personality
in Micki Blake, a 16-year-old computer hacker gang member in rural Kansas. Her mission:
covertly infiltrate the local hacker ecology to locate and eliminate a new "Big Player" who is
believed to have ties to the breakup of the United States.

This would seem like a straightforward mission for an experienced operator like Rachel,
but there is nothing simple about life of a farm girl and student in this new political landscape.
Rachel must partner with Micki to navigate not only through the hacker underworld but also
simultaneously through the minefields of high school and homework. Only by combining their
strengths can they stay alive while discovering the true motives and machinations threatening the
fragile political situation. However, only by confronting her original self can Rachel discover
who she really is and where her true capabilities lie.

James R. Strickland has been telling stories since before he could read or write. After a
ten year detour in system and network administration and technical support, he has returned to
his English-major roots and is a full-time novelist. Born in Kansas and raised in Wyoming,
Strickland now lives in Colorado with his wife, Marcia, and some number of cats.
